3 young sons (Joey, Billy, and Mikey), 3 older sons, a younger/older father, boss, and big boss
Narrator: Joey lives with his brothers, Billy and Mikey, and parents. The family owns a small store where Joey and his brothers work. But sometimes, the brothers do not get along with each other that well. Let’s see what is happening at the store today…
Young Joey- Daddy! Billy and Mikey aren’t working hard enough!
Young Dad- Boys, what have I told you? You have to put in a good days work.
Young Mikey- But Dad, Joey is just bragging because he is an over-achiever!
Young Billy- Yeah, he is just trying to make us look bad, like he always does.
Young Dad- Boys, that is no reason to treat your brother poorly or to not do your best work. 
Young Mikey and Billy- Ok Dad, we’re sorry.
(Mikey and Billy talk alone)
Young Mikey- Why does dad love Joey so much more? He is such a show-off!
Young Billy- Yeah, Joey is always getting dad’s attention from us.
Young Mikey- Boy, I wish we could do something to change that… (both boys walk away)
Narrator: The next day, the family returns to the store for work like any other day. But this day, Joey had a dream that he wanted to share with his brothers. Let’s see what happens next…
Young Joey: you guys should have seen this dream! It was amazing! I was in charge of the whole store! You were there Mikey, and Billy, you too! I was totally in charge of the whole place- anything I wanted done, got done. 
Young Billy: Come on Joey. We would never work for you.
Young Mikey: Yeah, no way jose.
Young Joseph: It happened in my dream though. You and the rest of the family and town were working for me. Anyways, I have to get back to work here…
Young Billy- Sure, you get back to it brother.
(Joey walks off)
Young Mikey- Can you believe that? That’s not right. Why does he think that’s okay?
Young Billy- I don’t know. Just not right…
(Boys walk off)
Young Dad: (to Joey) Joey, you have been doing a great job. 
Young Joey: Thanks Dad. I’ve been trying.
Young Dad: I have something special for you.
Young Joey: Oh wow, what is it?
Young Dad: It’s a coat. A very nice coat at that.
Young Joey: Wow! Look at all these colors! Thanks Dad! I can’t wait to show the others!
Young Joey- Hey Billy! Hey Mikey! Look what Dad got me!
Young Mikey and Billy: Oh wow. Great for you. We are so thrilled.
Young Joey- How does it look? (the boys walk away) Guys…  Why did they just walk away from me…?
Young Mike- Billy, we have to get rid of him.
Young Billy- Yeah, he doesn’t deserve all of dad’s attention like that!
Young Mike- We will fix this…
Narrator: The boys found a way to get more of their dad’s attention. They told Joey that he had to leave the store, and never come back. Joey was no longer welcome at the store, or their house. So Joey, only 17 years old, had to leave home and start a new life.
Joey: I sure do miss my family, but things are going well here.
Joey’s boss 1: Hey Joey, you’re doing a great job- I think we are going to promote you.
Joey- Wow! That’s great! Thanks!
Narrator: And so it went on that Joey, living in a strange place without his family to guide him, was promoted. Eventually, he went to work for the head of the company.
Big Boss 2- Joseph, I have heard that you have been able to help our company out with a lot of problems we have had.
Joseph- I have been able to help, yes. I like to do my part to help.
Big Boss 2-Well, we are in trouble. The company is not doing very well, and we need your help. What can we do…?
Narrator: The Boss and Joey talk, and Joey comes up with a brilliant plan. Thanks to him, the company was saved, and Joey was put in charge of the entire company! Years later, Joey, now known as Joseph, sees his family shopping in one of the stores
Joey: Billy? Mikey? Is that you?
Billy- I’m Billy, but, who are you…?
Joey- Dad? Is that you? You guys don’t recognize me?
Dad: Joey? No. It can’t be. Are you my little Joey?
Joey: Yes! It’s me! It’s me!
Mikey- Look at you! What are you doing here?
Joey: I work here. I am the boss. This is the dream I was telling you about all those years ago. It’s come true!
Dad: What dream all those years ago? Why did you leave us? The family? The store?
Billy- I think we can answer that one Dad. You see, we were jealous of how much attention Joey used to get. It always seemed like we didn’t matter. So… we kinda…
Dad: Son, what did you do?
Mikey- We may have lied. We told Joey you didn’t want him around anymore. We made Joey think you didn’t want him anymore.
Dad: Boys! I can’t believe that.
Billy: Joey- since the day you left we regretted what we did. We wanted to make things right but we didn’t know where to find you.
Joey: Guys- it’s okay! At first it was difficult- I thought I was being punished for something. I didn’t know what to think. But now, look at how God has provided for me! I have a great job which is a dream come true for me. What was meant to be a hurtful thing, God turned into a way to bless me. I have had faith that He will provide for me, and that this is what God wants me to be doing, and it was according to His plan.
Mikey: Wow, you’re right. God really has provided for you Joey.
Narrator: That is the story of Joseph and the many colored coat. Joseph always had faith that God would provide him with a way to succeed. Thank you for watching our play.
