Explanation
	Students- We have talked a lot about this project in class. This rubric is how you are going to be graded. If you are unclear about whether or not your project meets these guidelines, we can talk!
I know that many of you have talked with me about what you are allowed to do, and I have told you all that you can do nearly everything. In the next week or so, you should not only be finishing your projects, but you should also be practicing presenting them. By practicing the presentation, you will know if your project meets the requirements of the rubric. 
If you are doing songs that describe your book, remember the minimum is five appropriate songs, with a presentation to go with it. The presentation should have a script which is either typed, or written in your best script (please no handwritten print). If you are doing a power point, a video, skit or any other visual presentation, remember that 5 minutes is the magic time number. A five minute presentation can show a lot about your understanding of a book. If you chose to do a traditional book report, the report should be between 1.5-2 pages- you can write more if you chose, but it is not required. If you are showing a presentation on the computer, please put the work on a flash drive or a CD/DVD so that set up for the projects goes quicker.
Grading- you will notice on the rubric there is nothing written in the spots for scores 2 and 4. I did this on purpose to give you an opportunity to make partial credit. If you are close to a 5, for instance, but do not meet ALL of the criteria, you can earn a 4, instead of being dropped down to a 3. This will allow you to maximize your grade for this assessment. 
I am very excited to see what each and every one of you come up with, and I cannot wait to watch your presentations, and read your papers.
