Opening:
Shane: The Seventh Grade would like to welcome you to our fantastic assembly today! Today we are presenting our very own, modern day remake of the story of Abraham and Isaac. Please enjoy our performance, listen close, and have a great time!
Play opens with Grandma and her grandchildren sitting around, listening to Grandma’s story.
Grandma: Ok kids, I have a great Halloween story for you tonight. I know you are all excited about the trick-or-treating, and getting lots of candy. But remember, there are some people who are less fortunate than we are… The story begins in a town in New Jersey, a lot like ours, on the night of October 31, Halloween…
Good Kid 1 (to all the kids) I can’t wait to get lots of candy!
Bad Kid 1- Yeah! Candy rocks! I want to get at least 500 pieces tonight!
Good Kid 2- That’s a lot of candy, do you really think one person needs that much? 
Good Kid 3- yeah, there are a lot of kids who don’t get any candy at all, you should give some away.
Bad Kid 2- NO WAY! Who would ever do a thing like that? That’s not cool at all!
Good Kid 4- Well, I think if we get that much, we should think about it, that’s all.
Bad Kid 3- Yeah, maybe we will think about that!
Meghan- (who doesn’t have a costume) Hey guys, do you have any leftover candy you won’t eat? 
Michael (poor kid 2)-Our family could not afford a real costume, so no one will give me any candy.
Good Kid 1- Sure kid, why don’t you have some of mine. (Other good kids chip in more candy as well)
Bad Kid 5- No way man! Get your own! (They all run away)
Mom 1- That was really rude of them!
Mom 2- Please kids (as the kids are running away), give those kids some of all that candy you have. 
(At the next house…)
All Kids (knock on door): Trick or Treat!
Person at door 1: Oh my! Look at all the wonderful costumes! So nice, and so scary. 
Person at the Door 2: Ok, kids, take a piece from the jar and have a great, safe Halloween. (Bad Kids grab more than one and laugh and run off) 
Person at the Door 3: Hey you kids! You took too many! Now I’m not going to have enough to donate. (Kids freeze for interruption in the story)
Mom 3- I can’t believe those kids did that!
Mom 4- Yeah, I hope my kids would never think of doing something like that!
Grandkids on the floor: But Grandma, why did they take the candy they weren’t supposed to? Isn’t that kind of mean?
Grandma: Oh it is child, it is. I hope none of you would do that.
Grandkids (in unison): No, we wouldn’t Grandma!
Grandma: Ohhh, ok good! Well, let’s get back to the story and see what happens next.
(All the kids stand together in a circle, bad kids laughing about stealing extra candy)
Good kid 5- Ya know, that was pretty mean. That house was going to give away the extra candy, just like we want to.
Bad kid 4- Psssshh. That’s not cool! Who does that? You guys would be so UNCOOL  if you did that!
Good kid 1- It may not be cool, but what is popular is not always right, and what is right is not always popular.
 Angel Kid- That’s right.
All Kids- WOAH! What is that?
Angel Kid- I am an angel of God, He wants you all to make a sacrifice of yourselves on this very night. The Lord wants you to give up some of the candy you love so well to those who cannot be outside trick or treating, those less fortunate.
Bad kid 5- No way! C’mon guys! Let’s get outta here before they steal our candy!
Angel Kid (to Bad Kids as they run away)- Do not run- for God will reward those who follow his will.
Good Kid 2- I think we were right guys. God would be happy if we donated some of our candy, maybe Our Lady of Perpetual Help could take it for the food kitchen in their basement.
Good Kid 3- I agree, when we are done, let’s talk with our parents about making a donation.
Good kid 4- Yeah, maybe they have some extra candy from our houses too they can contribute.
Good kid 5- Yeah, I think God would be pleased if we did the right thing!
Bad kid 1 (on other side of stage, talking with other BKs) That’s crazy man, who is that kid to tell us to give up OUR candy?
BK 2-5, Yeah!
BK 2- No WAY I am giving all this up! Reese’s, M&M’s, Starburst, Milky Way, Twix, Mounds… all my faves!
BK3- I’m keepin’ mine! (Freeze)
Grandma: As the group of bad kids walk on, all of a sudden a sensation comes over them. They look into their candy bags and notice they are empty! They also realize they have been turned into their Halloween costumes!
Grandkids: OH NO!
BK 4- Our candy?! Our faces?! What happened?!
GK1- I think I know what happened. You disobeyed the Angel, and ignored the warning from God. So now instead of losing some of your candy, God took it all.
BK5- I KNEW we shouldn’t have been so selfish.
BK1- What we did was really mean.
BK2- I know, I wish I can say sorry for not donating some of our candy to the people who don’t have any
BK3- Yeah, we should pray for those people. Maybe God will forgive us for what we did.
BK4- yeah
BK5- Dear God, please help those who don’t have as much as we have. We shouldn’t have been so greedy and taken more candy then we were allowed to. We were wrong.
All BK’s- (Say the Our Father in unison) Amen.
Angel- I have heard your apology, thank you for realizing what you did. I have some extra candy here, perhaps you would like to take a few pieces each for yourselves.
BK1- Oh gee thanks! We don’t deserve it after what we did. God is so good to give us some after how mean we were!
Grandma (to the audience): So kids, what do you think the moral of the story was?
(after taking a few comments from the audience, the Narrator will finish the assembly)
Narrator: We hope that you all enjoyed our version of Abraham and Isaac this morning. We also hope that you all learned a valuable lesson about sharing, and being kind. We have started a candy drive called Kandy 4 Kids, and we are hoping that you would be so kind as to donate some candy to help children less fortunate than ourselves have a happy Halloween. All candy will be donated to the OLPH food kitchen to go to people in need. Thank you, and have a happy and safe Halloween.
