
First Grade Grading Rules 

First Grade students receive grades of O, G, S, N, or U on their report cards per 
guidelines set by the Diocese of Trenton.   

 

These are the score equivalents:  

O = 93-100 

G= 85-92 

S=76-84 

N=70-75 

U= less than 70 

 

On assignments students may receive an O+ which is equal to 100, an O which is equal to 
97,  a G+ which is equal to 92, a G which is equal to 89, an S+ which is equal to 84, an S 
which is equal to 80 or an N which is equal to 75. 

 

Homework and Class work Grade Rubric: 

Check + which is equal to 100: 

Work is on time, fully completed and done neatly in the student’s best handwriting. 

Check which is equal to 90: 

Work is on time with 1-3 errors and done neatly in the student’s best handwriting. 

Check- which is equal to 75 

Work is not completed, not done neatly and with three or more errors
